As well as assisting with the clerical aspects of the service such as answering customer
enquiries, typing and record keeping, you will help to promote the service by preparing
display material, staffing the display stand and distributing leaflets. You will also help to
identify the equipment needs of individual customers, instructing them on how to use the
vehicles and maintaining and cleaning the mobility equipment.
